Call to order:


Bruce Switzer, president called the meeting to order at 7:05 PM. Fred Fiastro wrote the minutes.





Association Member/Guest Comments:


Michael Ginsberg presented a letter (attached) regarding the ongoing landscaping work. He vigorously objected to the job being done. His comments and letter were accepted by the board.  After the close of the comment period, he continued to interrupt the meeting with comments. He was asked by the president to stop interrupting, but continued to speak out of turn. The president warned that further disruption of the board meeting would result in a call to the sheriff.  The meeting then proceeded.





Minutes:


The minutes of the meeting held 2/4/02 was reviewed and approved.


ACTION: Minutes will be available on request to Cat 9 homeowner association members after approval by the board. An announcement will be made by email and in the next newsletter.  Dick Bryant will keep a list of members who wish to be sent minutes. Minutes will be forwarded by email to any member requesting. 





Financial Report: 


Joyce Leissring submitted a written report (attached); Current equity balance=$38,911.54.  MOTION: The board accepted the report without objection.





Registrar’s Report:  Diane Frank will serve as registrar for the board. Thanks Diane. Report is attached. MOTION: The board accepted the report without objection.














Cleanup Committee Report:


The previously drafted ‘terms of reference’ were presented to AAA landscaping who responded with a contract. The contract was approved by the president and work is underway.





Architectural Review Committee:


Cat 9 color standards have been reviewed by architect Frank Mascia. He suggested that our bylaw and C,C & R wording makes for difficult enforcement.  He suggested developing a color plate, incorporating a reflective value guideline (< 47%).


MOTION:  The Architectural Committee will develop a color plate for review.  Carried without opposition.





Roads Committee Report:





1.   Signs:  No Solicitation signs have been removed from Calle los Altos ( east and west   ends).  Member Bill Voigt has agreed to research and have replacement signs installed. A business named “Fast Signs” was originally contracted to install the signs.


MOTION: Create a budget not to exceed $350 to replace no solicitation signs that also restrict vehicles to 5 tons.  Bill Voigt will proceed with this assignment for the board.


Speeding in the neighborhood:  Cat 9 member Kevin Danaher agreed to research appropriate action.  He sought guidance from county transportation officials. A county letter and report entitled “Neighborhood traffic Management Program” was provided by Kevin and presented by Fred.  Speed humps and traffic circles are the key methods suggested.  


      MOTION: The road committee present a recommendation to the board next month regarding the management of speed.


In discussion, a 15 MPH speed limit was suggested. Motion carried without opposition


County road improvements.  Fred reported an update.  Neither a traffic engineer retained to deal with local neighborhood traffic impacts, or an overall road design/build contractor has yet been selected by county officials.


Gating:  Bruce met with Architect Frank Mascia to present him with the board’s request that he prepare a proposal to design entryways into Cat 9 and work with the county contracted roadway design team.  We await Mascia’s proposal.  The recent email poll has generated about 25 responses. The results are approximately 50:50, pro:con.  


      MOTION:  The committee will research the gating experience of other neighborhoods.


	ACTION: Greg Briggs was nominated to the Roads Committee





Unfinished Business:





Posada abandonment: 


Bob Heindel has begun the application process and met with Marty Strickford. It was pointed out that a $500 application fee is required.


MOTION:  Bob will proceed to file for abandonment and the board will appropiate the $500 fee.  Carried without opposition.


ACTION:  An estimate of the costs of maintenance for los Altos and Avenida de Posada would be sought by the roads committee.


 


Board Liability and Insurance Coverage:


Bob Heindel reported that the current policy includes a $5M liability coverage limit. 





Foot Access to Manzanita School:


Dennis contacted Mr. Bergman in district 16.  The school district is willing to work with us on this.


ACTION:  Dennis will explore the current ‘utility easement’ in the area as a possible route of access to the school.





Westcor development update:


Jim Portner responded to the board’s letter of Jan. 8 (his response is attached). 


ACTION:  Bruce will invite Jim Portner to the next scheduled board meeting to present drawings illustrating the western barrier of the project and prospective views from Posada and to further discuss the points of the Jan. 8 letter.
