Architectural review:


Bruce reported on the status of architectural plans for the Yocum (lot #66) home construction.  The plans were again reviewed by Cat 9 architectural consultant, Frank Mascia and he issued letters to the board on 5-15 and 5-23 (attached) stating that the plans were in full compliance with the Cat 9 C, C & R’s.  He noted that the homeowners should schedule a pre-construction site inspection.  The plans were reviewed by Mr Briggs and Strub, and discussed with the Yocums and their architect.


Letters of inquiry regarding plans for lot #66 were submitted to the board from the Briggs’, Robert and Rosemary Schoff, and Tom and Diane Bootes.  The president sent a letter of response (all correspondence is attached) 


MOTION:  The board recognizes the receipt of the Mascia letters of 5-15 and 5-23, and  the Yocum presentation of their plans again to the board. The board removes the contingency on construction on Lot #66 as outlined in the approval motion of the May 6  meeting.  Carried without opposition.





Call to order:


Bruce Switzer, president called the meeting to order at 7:45 PM. Fred Fiastro wrote the minutes.





Minutes:


The minutes of the meeting held 5/6/02 were reviewed and approved.





Financial Report: 


Joyce Leissring submitted a written report (attached); Current equity balance=$27,909.53.  MOTION: The board accepted the report without objection.





Registrar’s Report:  Diane Frank presented the registrar’s report (attached).   MOTION: The board accepted the report without objection.





Report of the President:





       1.  A herbicide was applied to the Cat9 road shoulders by AAA landscaping.  A second treatment is desirable.


MOTION: Retreat road shoulders, est. cost $300. Carried without opposition.





       2. Cat 9 architect, Frank Mascia has resigned this position.  A replacement must be found. 


ACTION:  Dennis will explore a replacement for this role.

Roads Committee Report:


Fred Fiastro and the road committee met with county officials regarding all issues of traffic and Cat9 surrounding the planned Skyline reconstrucion. A letter reporting on this meeting was sent to the Cat 9 membership email list. The text of this report is attached to the end of these minutes (Appendix 1).  A synopsis of the report was presented to the board.

Compliance Report:





Speeding in Cat 9 was discussed.  John Carhuff on the road committee has begun an investigation of the logistics of installing speed humps in Cat 9.  A full report is being drafted.  


Trailer reported stored in the driveway of lot #7 has been removed.   








Executive Session - New Business:





1.  Joyce reported that the Cat 9 Corporation Registration papers required filing and that all correspondence from the Corporation Commission was being sent to Elysa Ginsberg as the address of record for Cat 9.  The board was not notified of this until an inquiry was made to Elysa.  Joyce was able to retrieve these papers and meet the deadline to file the registration documents.  


ACTION:  Joyce.  Mrs. Ginsberg will be contacted and asked to make the board aware of any official Cat 9 correspondence she may receive. The official address with the corporation commission is to be changed to the Cat9 post office box.





Joyce reported on our tax liability for 2000, and 2001.  These tax returns have been filed. 


MOTION:  Ask the attorney Tannis Duncan to present a plan to monitor Cat 9 corporate and financial responsibilities and serve as a repository of legal records. The cost and composition of this plan should be included in her proposal.


MOTION:  Ask the attorney for advice on any action Cat 9 can take to exempt itself from taxes.

Appendix1: Report of Road Committee to Cat 9 association members:


Dear Cat 9 association members





The road committee met with county officials on Thursday, May 9, and we covered a lot of ground. The meeting included  our committee, Supervisor Ann Day, County Administrator Chuck Huckelberry, the chief of public works, the chief of dept. of transportation, the county project manager for the Skyline project, representatives from Sundt, URS (the design engineers for the road), and Transcore. In short, all key decision makers and doers.  They were prepared to address our major issues, were aware of the petition sent by Cat 9 residents, and listened carefully to all of our points and concerns. The  results of the meeting are as follows:





Lights at entryways. 


 


1.  No lights at Posada or Los Altos. Period. End of discussion.   A small private road is possible, as discussed at our neighborhood meetings, from Orange Grove to Los Altos, to use the light at Orange Grove for an exit.  No 'frontage road' option along Skyline to connect existing entryways to the Orange Grove intersection.





2. We have asked the County to tell us the minimum width for an Orange Grove 'cut'  road that can handle a school bus.  16 feet is the minimum for the actual blacktop.  Anything added (sidewalk, wall, landscaping, etc) requires more width, of course.  





3. The County has said it will examine road requirements with and without Orange Grove and give us concept drawings for both options.  





They will plan all Skyline designs to accommodate this Orange Grove break- through for us, so we don't have to worry about an imminent deadline.  For now we must assume that we will bear the costs of such a road but the door was left open for the county to assist us with Orange Grove costs if, after looking at all costs involved for their project, there are $$'s available for this.   They feel this new road is optional from a safety standpoint.  That ingress/egress from Posada and Los Altos will be of adequate safety to meet accepted standards (though turning west to u-turn east at times of high traffic is considered 'standard').





You should be aware that Cat 9 residents adjacent to the proposed opening between Orange Grove and Los Altos continue to have disagreements with the concept of a new Orange Grove exit.  All agree to review the issue when it has been developed further.





Multipurpose Lanes and Turn Lanes





4. The County will provide ten-foot multipurpose lanes (rather than the 6 ft. lanes previously described) on north side of Skyline (westbound lane).





5. The County will also provide adequate left turn lanes eastbound on Skyline at Altos and Posada.





6. The medians are going to shrink. Current width is at 30 ft and planned to go to 21-24 ft. which is the County standard. The County’s position is that it will still be possible for eastbound exits from Posada and Los Altos to stop at the median to wait for traffic before completing the eastward turn.  Making these medians smaller is an area of concern for us, and this concern was echoed by Ann Day.  At the meeting County staff thought that maybe they could make the medians a little wider but further data and design considerations are required.





Sound Mitigation





7. The County recommends sound walls along Skyline.  Design has not yet begun and will be handled through the Community Advisory Committee (CAC) process in which  Cat 9 is represented. 





Westcor Site


8.  Chuck Huckelberry's park.  This will involve 4-6 parking spaces, 1-2 park benches, and a small area of walking path at the southeast part of the buffer between the La Encantada parking lot and Posada.  The untouched desert buffer in this area extends about 300 feet from Posada.  This is currently fenced and will not include any walking path.  Beyond the fence that surrounds this, it is another 150 feet to these parking spaces, the retention basin runs generally south of these parking spaces (parallel to Posada).  This retention area will be lower than the desert to the west and will be relandscaped.  The walking path will be on a portion of this area.  Therefore there will always be at least 300 feet of natural desert between Posada and this area. They haven't even begun to think about the design of this and we will watch it as it evolves.





Gating





9.  Entryways at Posada and Los Altos will be designed to accommodate gate installation now or in the future.  At Posada, the width needed for a turn around may require some land from the current adjacent buffer area.





Posada Abandonment





10.  The Posada abandonment has been filed by Cat 9.  The County agrees the road will likely require repaving before abandonment.








Where do we go from here?





1.  Await the county’s development of the 2 scenarios for entryways (with and without Orange Grove cut.)  





2.  When we have this, plan a small meeting with the neighbors most affected by the Orange Grove cut scenario, and make a final determination as to their ability and willingness to accept this option.





3.  If we can establish a package acceptable to these neighbors, then the next step would be to place this, including any costs, or requirements before you, the association members, as a matter for approval.  We would do this by first sending you a description of the plan by mail and posting it on the website.   Next we would have 1-2 meetings to inform folks, answer questions and again give you access to key representatives of the County.  Finally we would have a vote.  





Russ Silberschlag, John Carhuff, Bob Heindel, and Joyce Leissring, have put many hours of effort into this matter.  Thanks to them for their help and effort for Cat. 9.  We appreciate the active interest of all Cat 9 members supporting our community in this time of change in our area.
