Call to Order:


Bruce Switzer, president called the meeting to order at 7:13 PM.  Karin Sawtelle wrote the minutes.





Minutes:


The minutes of the meeting held 6/3/02 were reviewed and approved.





Financial Report: 


Joyce Leissring submitted a written report (attached).  Current equity balance=$27,672.49.  MOTION: The board accepted the report without objection.





Bruce reported that after discussing the tax situation with Tanis Duncan, we are advised that we are liable for taxes on all interest accrued on taxable accounts, and that we should file a tax return for the last 2 years.  This has already been done.





Registrar’s Report:  Diane Frank presented the registrar’s report (attached).   MOTION: The board accepted the report without objection.








Report of the President:


Bruce discussed the need to be more proactive in alleviating the problem of speeding in our neighborhood.  According to Tanis Duncan, the board does not need homeowner approval to install speed humps.  Speed humps or the hiring of off-duty sheriffs to issue tickets were discussed as possible solutions.





Vandalism of mailboxes has taken on a more violent persona.  High-powered firecrackers are now turning up in mailboxes, both in Cat 9 and Cat 8.   Interface with other HOAs  may be helpful.  We also need our Neighborhood Watch Group to be more active and individuals in the area need to be made aware of  occurrences such as these.  It was suggested that Elysa Ginsburg attend our next board meeting to address safety issues and how the Neighborhood Watch could be involved.  Additionally, our next newsletter should address this as well as personal safety issues (including safety when walking at night on our dark streets).





Bruce expressed concern about the configuration and look of the under-construction berm at the western end of the Westcor property.  We were promised a berm of irregular contour to create a natural looking landscape, but thus far, it is neither irregularly shaped nor natural looking.  Jim Portner was contacted on this issue, and advised that further work is to be done using Bobcats and hand-equipment.


ACTION:  Bruce will write a letter to Chuck Huckelberry to voice our concerns and request appropriate action be taken to resolve.  Board members will be e-mailed copy for comments/edits prior to its being sent.





Roads Committee Report:


Joyce Leissring discussed several issues of interest to Cat 9.  CAC met on June 25th (see attached report).  Of particular interest:


Multi-use turn lanes will be 12 feet wide and the median width should remain as is.


County designs will accommodate width necessary for gating of Cat 9, but although the county has a contractor designated to look into issues and possibilities for gating our community, until he has a valid contract with county, he is unable to proceed and things are at a standstill. 


The county has promised us several design work-ups for Orange Grove egress road, but no money is promised for work within Cat 9.  Neighbors most impacted have agreed to look at those plans, but are for the most part not enthusiastic about having a road located at that location.


Current designs for water drainage are based on 5 or 20 year flood levels.  The 72” culverts would seem adequate for more, but are they?


Design input is currently being sought for the sound wall along Skyline.  As yet, few responses have been sent to the artist concerning this.                RESOLUTION:  Each board member will respond in a timely manner to the artist (kathyhoyer@hotmail.com) with comments regarding the desired aesthetics and/or design considerations, necessary requirements such as height and sound dispersion, etc.





Posada Abandonment:


Bob Heindel advised that he has been in contact with the county, but that nothing has been done as yet.  There have been some new people hired there, so hopefully action will begin soon.





Manzanita Access: 


The property owner has a new attorney, with whom Carol Switzer has been in contact.  Currently access to school is being deemed “workable”, with more discussion pending.





Bylaws update:


Bruce is to have 4 samples of  “best examples” of HOA Bylaws sent to him.  Carol has agreed to consolidate and compile a workup of “HOA Bylaws”, which could be a useful starting point for rework of our bylaws.  Tanis will review this compilation.





Compliance Report: 


It was requested that the board address a CC&R violation at lot #40 (unconcealed air conditioning unit).  The board had recently been advised of this and a letter had already been sent to the homeowner requesting that the structure be enclosed and a response is being awaited.  If no action is taken on this matter soon, another letter will be sent.





A letter was also sent to the owner of lot #79 requesting that trash receptacles be concealed except on days for trash pickup.  If the homeowner does not comply on this matter, another letter will be sent. Additionally, homeowner is to be asked for an explanation as to the nature of current construction on said property and why the Board of Directors has not been apprised of same.





Architectural Report:


Dennis has, as yet been unsuccessful in finding a replacement for Frank Mascia.  


ACTION:   Bruce will phone Mascia to discuss the possibility of his coming back as our architect.





Dennis informed the board of two homeowner requests for exterior paint color approvals 


(lots #59 and #60).  Both colors comply with current requirements and were approved.





Lot #66:  According to Tanis Duncan, home design as presented, is in keeping with County Article 44 and approval of same by the board, is valid.





Homeowner Comments:


Michael Ginsburg expressed concern about the build up of sand in some intersections and wash areas of streets in Cat 9.  He presented an estimate for street sweeping and debris removal  by Sun State Sweeping.  


MOTION:  Michael to get more detailed estimate from Sun State Sweeping, including exact streets to be cleaned and upper-end fee for dumping of all material at a legitimate dumpsite.  This will be presented to Bruce who will e-mail board members for final vote for approval, via e-mail.
