Call to Members for Comment:


Sandy Rosenthal, Vice President chaired the opening of the meeting.  He reconfirmed the board's vote from the 2/3/03 meeting that Michael Ginsburg absent himself from three consecutive board meetings because of repeated disruptions of past meetings and the meeting of 2/03/03.  He then requested that Michael leave the meeting. Michael refused to leave when asked and remained until the beginning of the Executive Session. Sandy informed Michael that he would not be called upon for any participation in the meeting.

Bruce Switzer reported on the status of the current cleanup.  Bruce volunteered to continue to handle the landscaping, interfacing with AAA Landscaping. 

Bruce was invited to remain on the board. Vote to be taken in regular session. 

Diane Bootes commented that she wanted a decision from the board on the board's approval of the Lot 66 plans. Discussion was deferred to the regular session where it is an agenda item.

Regular Session Call to Order:

Sandy Rosenthal called the meeting to order at 7:20 PM.

Fred Fiastro was nominated by Russ to fill the vacant position of President. Dennis seconded – nomination approved unanimously.  Fred assumed chairmanship of the meeting from Sandy.

Dick Bryant nominated/seconded for Secretary – approved unanimously.

Minutes:

The minutes of the meeting held 2/3/02 were reviewed and approved with minor corrections to be made by the Secretary before publishing to the homeowners on the e-mail minutes list.

MSC: The board approved the minutes as corrected.

Financial Report: 

Joyce Leissring submitted a written report (electronic version attached). Current equity balance=$32,537.09. Discussed desirability of prepublishing the financial report in e-mail form. Dick Bryant volunteered to assist in streamlining the production of the electronic version. 

MSC: The board accepted the report without objection.

Registrar’s Report:  

Diane Frank presented the registrar’s report (electronic version attached). 

MSC: The board accepted the report without objection.

MSC: Bruce Switzer reappointed to the board. Bruce rejoined the board at the table.

Reports of Standing Committees:

Compliance Report:

Lot 91 - A letter was sent to the owners regarding a 'for sale' sign placed on the property.   The board received a letter back from the owners resolving this issue.

Lot 6 - A letter was requested to be sent informing the owners that their roof color (white) was in violation of the CC&R's and that a letter be requested from them in return, assuring that when the roof was recoated it would be done in compliance with the CC&R's.  

MSC: Karin to send the letter.

Manzanita School Access:

Bruce Switzer, Dennis Driscoll and Pat Griffin will continue to pursue this issue and bring a proposal before the board at some later meeting

MSC: Remove Manzanita Access from board meeting agendas until we have the specifics of a proposal to include: liability issues, potential for alternate, uncontested, routes, legal costs, and assurances against any impact to the bussing.  

Roads Committee Report:

Road Maintenance:

Fred handed out the current version of the ‘Dues Calculator’ showing various alternatives for road maintenance.  Board members should review the handouts for action at the next meeting.

Posada abandonment: 

Status updated by Bob Heindel.  2/3 of homeowners must vote to accept and also assure the county of our willingness and ability to provide the required maintenance for the road. Members from previous boards remember the vote being mailed and taken when the Posada and Calle Los Altos abandonment was first filed, but no data apparently exists on this. Bob Heindel will request that the county try to find the original documentation.  Failing that we may have to repoll the Association to fulfill this requirement.

Architectural review:

Lot 36: Plans have been resubmitted and approved by Frank Mascia with the contingency that the AC unit is screened from view by a wall.  Dennis recommended that the plans be approved with this contingency. 

MSC: Plans approved as resubmitted subject to the contingency.

Solar panels: There was no formal approval granted when the panels were retrofitted.  The INITIAL panels were board-approved in approximately 1991 and the new panels are neater in appearance and smaller in area than the originals and located in the same place.

MSC: No further action is required on the solar panel complaint.

Lot 66: Discussion of status of board approval of Lot 66.  Fred reviewed history of approval, including architectural and legal advice. Bruce Switzer updated the board on the status of the plans with the county. Bruce will stay on top of the county’s approval of the final plans at which point Mascia will re-review the plans to be certain they are consistent with the original submission. If no changes have been made from the original plans that would cause a CC&R violation the board's initial approval will stand.

Lot 97: Driveway has been reworked and much natural desert reworked.  A phone call has been received expressing concern.  Discussion tabled until the next meeting.
