Architectural Review:

Lot 78 – This lot is now up for sale. Apparently the owners have decided against building the spec house whose original set of plans had been rejected by the reviewing architect.

Roads Committee Report:





Financing proposal/Neighbor Survey- Results of neighborhood survey indicate that a raise in the yearly dues is the most favored approach to raising the funds for road maintenance. The actual results were:





Annual Dues Increase - 33


Special Assessment - 12


Neither - 10





MSC – The dues proposal on the November ballot shall be in the form of a dues increase with language, especially with respect to the escrow of the road funds, to be reviewed by our attorney.





MSC  - The proposal will include the lots on Manzanita equally in the dues increase including the funds for the road maintenance.





Four members of the board voted against including the Manzanita lots in the charges associated with road maintenance.





Street Sweeping – Tabled until next meeting.








Bylaws and CC&R Update:





The committee will bring a proposal before the board in September.





Entryway Improvements:





AAA will look into providing power and irrigation support for our entryway improvement project.  Dennis has talked with Huckelberry re: providing some assistance with footings, etc. 





New Business:





A passive-use park with nature trail on the Westcor buffer property is being proposed by the county. Fred requested a volunteer from the board to represent Cat9’s position on this matter.





Bruce will sit on the committee and take the position that any ‘improvements’ must be confined to the area east of the retention basin and east of the berm.
