Call To Order:


George Robinson, President, called the meeting to order at 7:01 pm. 

Homeowner Comments: 

Berm:  
Russ Silberschlag reported the latest information on the berm along the west side of La Encantada.  On behalf of the Association, Russ sent a letter to Supervisor Ann Day on July 8, 2004.  The letter states the position of the Association with regard to portions of the settlement between Westcor and Pima County that have not been fully addressed.  The letter requests that each of the identified items be addressed as identified in the agreement.  Russ also had a conversation with Chuck Huckelberry, who stated that he would take a look at the berm and compare them to his notes concerning the agreement.

Minutes of the Board of Directors meeting of July 12, 2004 were reviewed and approved with no amendments: 

Financial Report:


The Treasurer, Joyce Leissring, presented the financial reports for the month of July.  We have a Total Current Equity Position of $32,077.78.  The budget report was also provided.  Both reports were accepted as presented.  MSC*

Registrar’s Report:


Diane Frank presented the Registrar’s Report.  The report was accepted as submitted.  MSC.
Neighborhood Watch Report:

Two unlocked cars had property stolen from them on July 29th.  One car was located on Solaz Primero and the other car was on Circulo Solaz (report attached).  The Sheriff’s office was notified.

Diane also received information from the Sheriff’s Auxiliary concerning a program called “Getting Arizona Involved in Neighborhoods, “ (GAIT).  There is an event scheduled for the evening of October 16th.  On this evening, residents are encouraged to get out into their neighborhoods and spend time with their neighbors.

Landscaping and Sign Report:

Lot 6:
Vegetation along the corner of this lot blocks the view for drivers and pedestrians.  Lisa plans to speak with the homeowner about getting this area trimmed and cleared.

Lot 104:
The palo verde tree along the property line extends out into the roadway.  Lisa will include this as an item to be addressed with the fall trimming of the common areas.

Street Sign:
The street sign at Solaz Tercero and Circulo Solaz came up and needs to be secured.  Two options were identified.  One was to dig a hole and put the sign back down.  The second option identified was to place large rocks on top of the footing.  Lisa will pursue these options.

Compliance Report:

Karin submitted the following written report

Lot 99:
The basketball net on lot 99 ahs been taken down as of August 2nd.

Lot 19:
Homeowners have agreed to remove the boat from the property by August 13th.  The trailer on the property is being used temporarily for renovation work and will be removed when the renovations are complete.

Lot 80:
The tent that had been set up on the property has been taken down.

Lot 82:
The house has been repainted a color in accordance with the CC&Rs.

Lot 1:
The driveway was to be repaved by late June per a letter received from the homeowner.  Due to circumstances beyond their control, the contractor was delayed in completing the work.  However, the work has been rescheduled for August 10th.

Lot 6:
The compliance issues with the roof color and driveway repair have been tabled due to a difficult family situation.  If not resolved at an earlier date, the issues would become active if and when the property comes back on the market.

Lot 91:
The mailbox is a standard size, not the required size for Cat 9 (jumbo).  A letter was sent to the homeowners.

Lot 92:
The mailbox is a standard size, not the required size for Cat 9 (jumbo).  A letter was sent to the homeowners.

Architectural Report:

CC&Rs:

Pat Griffen is still reviewing the CC&Rs.  George reported that Pat should have completed his review of the CC&Rs and they should be ready for re-review by the Board at the September meeting.  After re-review by the Board, an informational meeting will be scheduled to share information on the revised CC&Rs with Cat 9 residents.  Any material changes to the CC&Rs will be presented at (or prior to) the annual meeting.  George will work on the dates and details.

Planning for the annual meeting.  Diane Bootes will arrange for a meeting room at Orange Grove Middle School.

Miscellaneous Business:

Trench:
Revegetation of the area where the trench was placed has been completed.  George Robinson contacted the contractor who placed the trench.  The contractor has agreed to pay $150 toward water to for the trees.   As part of the agreement, the contractor has requested that the Association sign a release for any further issues related to the trench.   At a previous meeting, the Board approved the appropriation of $50 to be paid for watering the newly planted trees in this area for a 6 month period, until they establish a root system.  A motion was made to rescind the previous motion. MSC.  A second motion was made to approve $150 for this purpose.  MSC.
