Call To Order:


George Robinson, President, called the meeting to order at 7:10 pm.

Kevin Paulus:


Kevin presented a plan for additions on Lot 48 for review. The additions include a master suite, laundry room, garage and porch. A portion of the porch and patio wall is located in the 30’ setback which was already allowed when the house was built due to its location in the flood plain. As there are no issue with height and neighbors on adjoining lots have agreed to the variance, Kevin recommended approval.  A motion was made to approve the proposal with the conditions and waivers and agreements by adjoining lot owners. (MSC*)

Minutes of the Board of Directors meeting of Oct. 2, 2006 were reviewed and approved as presented.

Financial Report:


The Treasurer, Bill Laman, will presented the financial reports for the month of October at the Annual Meeting next week as the month is not complete yet. He has requested $323 payment from Lot 128 for legal fees incurred in the compliance issue. Lot 89 now has a lien pending with interest for nonpayment of the Special Assessment for Roads. Bill also recommends the Board look into the installation of reflectors to show the center line on Calle Los Altos to avoid possible accidents. The Board recognized Bill Laman for his meticulous and thorough job as treasurer and thanked him for his past two years of service to the Association. 
Registrar’s Report:


Diane Frank presented the Registrar’s Report.  The report was accepted as submitted.  

Neighborhood Watch Report:

Lisa Warneke said there had been no new incidents this month but the tagging and graffiti in the wash area under Skyline remain a concern. Sandy Rosenthal will present a report on crime in the foothills neighborhoods during our Annual Meeting on November 6.


Landscaping and Sign Report:

Lisa Warneke reported that the trimming of trees and bushes around the roadways has been done and requested a check of $975 to pay the landscaper. He has also submitted a bid to repair two damaged road signs for $600. A motion was made to accept the bid and have Bill Laman issue a check to be paid upon completion of the work. (MSC*)

Compliance Report:

George Robinson announced that Marcus Hinojosa had resigned from the Board and that Kathleen Flaherty would be replacing him in the areas of Compliance and Architecture. She has sent letters and is following up on the loose dog report and the dog droppings in the wash. It was mentioned that we would need paint samples when colors are submitted for approval. 

Architectural Report:

George reported that after some discussion with the owners of Lot 128 the wall was surveyed and when it was determined to be in the 30’ setback it was torn down and a new trench for the wall has been dug and inspected. Attorney fees will need to be paid.  


Calendar Review: Diane Bootes

Diane reported that all rooms has been reserved with Catalina Foothills Church through June 2007. She reminded us that the Secretary will need to notify the insurance companies and attorneys of new officers after the election on November 6. 
CC&Rs:


The Board reviewed several small corrections which add clarity to the Amended and Restated Declaration of Covenants, Conditions & Restrictions approved by the Association last October.  A motion was made to approve the changes as presented. These will be recorded after review and insurance is issued by the title company. Then new copies will be mailed to all lot owners. George Robinson was authorized to spend funds to cover the cost of the recording, mailings, attorney fees and the update of the title insurance and sign all necessary documents.  (MSC*)

Miscellaneous Business:

Annual Meeting:

The agenda will include Introductory remarks by George Robinson, a presentation by Sandy Rosenthal representing Pima County Sheriff’s Department, and Bill Laman will then present the Financial and Road Finances Reports. Ballots will be counted during the break and volunteers will be requested. 


A short announcement of the election will be sent out within a week of the election. Board Officers will be elected at the joint Old and New Board meeting in December.  


Since no one has agreed to be Treasurer, it was suggested that we look into hiring someone to take care of keeping the financial records.  A motion was made to authorize George Robinson to pursue locating someone to fulfill this role, but not as a Board member. (MSC*)

Corrections to the Amended and Restated Declaration of Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions for Catalina Foothills Estates No. 9, recorded 11/9/2005.

                                                       (Version II)

Section 2.b.  The end of 2.b. should read:

“Section 4.a.(13) of this Declaration.”

Rationale;   House keeping.

Section 3:  Purpose   Delete “and all owners.” at end of paragraph.  The last sentence should read:

“Each person acknowledges that this Declaration shall be mutually beneficial, prohibitive and enforceable by the Association.”

Rationale;   “and all owners” does not exist in the 1977/Payson CC&R’s.  Adding it to the new document only invites unnecessary friction between neighbors.

Section 4 a. (1):   Insert before (1) and resequence the rest of the section.  

“(1)    No structures shall be erected, altered, placed or permitted to remain on any building site subject to this Declaration other than one first-class detached single-family dwelling, for private use, a private garage, patio walls, swimming pool, guest house, servants' quarters and other outbuildings and improvements incidental to residential use of the premises, including public utility facilities. No kitchen facilities shall be installed or maintained in any building on any lot other than one kitchen in the principal residence. A garage shall be constructed on every building site before the residence constructed thereon is occupied. All garages shall be maintained as such unless the Board approves in writing its use for some other purpose.”

Rationale:  Part of the 1977/Payson CC&R’s.  Continues the “one kitchen rule”.  It is a good overall summary.

Section 4.b.   Add at the end of 4.b.

“All damaged structures must be repaired or replaced within 6 months of event unless Board approves extension in writing.”

Rationale:  Part of the 1977/Payson CC&R’s.  Continues the requirement to deal with damaged structures.

Section 4.h. Replace  with the following:

“h.
Mechanical Equipment, Wood or Storage Piles and Clothes Lines.  Mechanical equipment and clothes lines shall be walled in. Wood piles, storage piles and construction materials shall be concealed at all times, so that none may be viewed from any point beyond the building site on which they are located.”
Rationale:  Part of the 1977/Payson CC&R’s.  Continues the requirement to wall in mechanical equipment.

Section 4.t: Insert the following sentence at the end of the paragraph.

“All driveways and roads shall be treated and maintained with a minimum of a two-shot bituminous surface treatment to prevent dust.”

Rationale:  Part of the 1977/Payson CC&R’s.  Continues specific minimum requirement to maintain driveways .

Section 11.d.  Insert the following immediately before the current 11.d.and resequence the rest of Section 11.

“              d.     Amendment  Waiting Period.  This is the 60 days following the sending, in writing, of a proposed Amendment to all Owners of Lots.  The Board may only approve an Amendment after the completion of this 60 day period.”

Rationale:  Parts of the current Declaration can be easily changed by any Board before the Owners of Lots can respond.  This formal, publicized, waiting period merely insures a necessary period for discussion of any future amendment before it can be approved by any future Board.
