Cost:  $50.00 for 3 months.  Disabled homeowners can arrange with Robert Howe for collection at your house rather than at street level.  (may include an extra fee)

Service is provided twice weekly on Tuesday and Friday mornings. In addition to regular trash service on Tuesday,  recycling is also on Tuesdays.  If a holiday falls on collection day, pick-up will be on the following day.

These holidays include:  New Year’s Day, Easter, Memorial Day, 4th  of July, Labor Day, Thanksgiving, Christmas Eve Day, and Christmas Day.

During 2007, the only affected holiday is Christmas Day when regular and recycling pick-up will be on Wednesday, December 26.

Remember to place trash at curbside by 7:00 AM on scheduled days and remove empty containers from the street by evening of that day.

Acceptable trash includes: household waste food stuffs and yard waste (tree trimmings must be bundled and no longer than 3 feet in length). No single item should weigh over 50lbs

Plastic toys, windows, mirrors, furniture etc. will not be picked up.

Acceptable recycling includes: paper products, newspapers, brown bags, flattened corrugated boxes, magazines and catalogs, #s 1 and 2 plastics, metals, food cans, non-hazardous steel containers, aluminum cans, foil, glass food and beverage containers.

DO NOT INCLUDE ANY HAZARDOUS WASTE OR CONTAINERS WITH HAZARDOUS WARNING LABELS. 

These can be dropped off the 1st Saturday of every month from 8:00 AM to 12:00 noon at the NW Park and Ride parking lot (south side of Ina Rd, one block west of Oracle Rd.).

Please pick up empty bottles, cans, plastic bags, etc. that you may see along the street in front of your home.  Help us to keep the neighborhood free of litter.

6.   DEALING WITH MISTLETOE

Fruits produced on the female plants look like small red berries. Many birds love to eat them, and they are an important part of their diet. After eating the berries, the birds deposit the sticky seeds on branches of trees in which they perch. The seeds germinate and grow into the tree as haustorial sinkers, organs that act much like the roots of a plant, that absorb water and nutrients from the host. These sinkers grow inside the tree for some time eventually producing the conspicuous growth of stems, leaves and flowers. 

Mistletoe takes a long time to kill a tree but certainly causes decline. Mistletoe infections cause swelling and witches’ brooms. Old severe infections may result in swollen areas of dead wood that are brittle and break easily. These limbs should be removed if they pose any danger. 

The most effective way to control mistletoe and prevent its spread is to remove mistletoe before it produces seed and spreads to other limbs or trees.  Prune out infected branches, if possible, as soon as the parasite appears.  Using thinning type pruning cuts, remove infected branches at their point of origin or back to large lateral branches.  

The only way to control mistletoe is to remove it manually. Manual removal does not kill the mistletoe since it is still growing inside the host tissue and will grow back again, but good control can be achieved by clipping it out every year or two. 

Pruning out heavily infected branches may help, but that decision is usually based on how much can be pruned without destroying the beauty of the tree. Also, it is impossible to know if you have pruned far enough away from the infection to get all the mistletoe that is growing inside the host. Infected branches need to be cut at least one foot below the point of mistletoe attachment in order to completely remove embedded haustoria.

Wrapping pruned sites is not recommended since such procedures do not kill the mistletoe and may easily cause more harm than good to the tree. Sprays sold for mistletoe control will remove the outside growth just as pruning, but they do not kill the part of the mistletoe plant inside the tree. 
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
