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SAFETY    
Our Board of Directors is concerned about the safety of our residents.    

OBSERVE THE SPEED LIMIT!   All those who are observed speeding and/or driving recklessly and recognized, will receive a letter of complaint from the Board of Directors.  Should this warning not result in your driving with improved responsibility within CAT#9, the Pima County Sheriff's Department will be notified of subsequent complaints.   Parents are responsible for proper vehicle operation by their children.

Report currently happening incidences of extreme recklessness by calling the Pima County Sheriff's Department at 911 or 741-4900 with a vehicle description, license number if possible, and as much information as possible.
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THEFTS ARE UP   
Burglaries in the Foothills have been increasing with the downturn in the economy and increase in drug dependencies.  

Be aware of your surroundings!   Who is around your home and lot?  Around your neighbors' homes and lots?  Get to know your neighbors and their schedules. (Call your Block Watch Leader if you don't already know who your neighbors are and how to contact them.)   Let your neighbors know if you will be away on vacation, and how long you'll likely be gone.  Ask them to keep an eye out for suspicious activity around your home; offer to do the same in return.     Be aware of the contractors (landscapers, pool people, or others) you usually see working around your neighbor's homes.  If something looks "different", call your neighbor at work, or call the Sheriff's Department and ask them to check on it.    A recent string of unsolved burglaries in the Foothills involved a "look-out worker" raking out in front, while others broke in through a back door, gathered "loot" into the garage, opened the door and quickly loaded it into their truck, and then took off.  

As you travel in CAT#9, be aware of anything suspicious, or that looks "out of place:"   vehicles parked along our roads, strangers walking door to door, abandoned vehicles, etc.  

Door-to-door solicitation of any kind is not allowed here.   Do not let strangers inside your home!   Just don't answer your door, or tell them to leave the subdivision; or even call the Sheriff to report their presence.  DO report anyone who seems particularly suspicious or makes you feel uncomfortable in any way.  Pay attention to your instincts!  

 
Mail theft has also been a problem with our "country-type" boxes.  Call the Sheriff with anything suspicious to report about possible mailbox tampering - get license numbers and descriptions if possible.  You may want to consider a lockable mailbox insert for your own #10 mailbox (available on-line).   

If you are victimized by any crime, after reporting it to the Sheriff's Dept, also call our Neighborhood Watch Leader, Lisa Warneke (another of our  hard working, non-elected volunteers!) (520/ 529-1347) so we can distribute information to other neighbors.   Someone may know something that will help you and your case, and your experience may save another person from being victimized!

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Personal Lightning Safety Tips   
From the National Lightning Safety Institute, Louisville, CO.
1. PLAN in advance your evacuation and safety measures. When you first see lightning or hear thunder, activate your emergency plan. Now is the time to go to a building or a vehicle. Lightning often precedes rain, so don't wait for the rain to begin before suspending activities. 

2. IF OUTDOORS...Avoid water. Avoid the high ground. Avoid open spaces. Avoid all metal objects including electric wires, fences, machinery, motors, power tools, etc. Unsafe places include underneath canopies, small picnic or rain shelters, or near trees. Where possible, find shelter in a substantial building or in a fully enclosed metal vehicle such as a car, truck or a van with the windows completely shut. If lightning is striking nearby when you are outside, you should:

A. Crouch down. Put feet together. Place hands over ears to minimize hearing damage from thunder.

B. Avoid proximity (minimum of 15 ft.) to other people.

3. IF INDOORS... Avoid water. Stay away from doors and windows. Do not use the telephone. Take off head sets. Turn off, unplug, and stay away from appliances, computers, power tools, & TV sets. Lightning may strike exterior electric and phone lines, inducing shocks to inside equipment.

4. SUSPEND ACTIVITIES for 30 minutes after the last observed lightning or thunder.
5. INJURED PERSONS do not carry an electrical charge and can be handled safely. Apply First Aid procedures to a lightning victim if you are qualified to do so. Call 911 or send for help immediately.

6. KNOW YOUR EMERGENCY TELEPHONE NUMBERS.
Teach this safety slogan: 
"If you can see it, flee it; if you can hear it, clear it."
