- If you are one of the many neighbors who dispose of the trash along the roads, sweep up gravel after the rains, pick up after
your (or someone else’s) dogs and wildlife, and/or take the time to “fix” what's wrong. You, too, make this a GREAT
neighborhood to live in!

THE ISSUES:

Thankfully, it has been another relatively quiet year.

4 Reckless driving and speeding vehicles on our roads are an on-going concern!  The safety of pedestrians who walk or jog in our
roadways, including the children who ride the schoo! buses, needs to be a priority. Complaints to offenders have been useless. We've
sought information on our legal rights and responsibilities, and we are currently consutting with engineering firms who deal with speed
hump solutions. Based on past research, done in previous years, we know they are a very expensive option. Unfortunately, this may be
a case where a careless, but reckless few, wind up penalizing the careful majority.

B Road maintenance and landscape trimming: Street sweeping continues on a scheduled basis, and we are currently taking bids on a
common area landscape overhaul. The intent will be to correctly prune overhanging limbs and deal with blind corners more aggressively
than has been done for several years now. We will also clean up the “brush” and weeds along the common areas. A dedicated amount
of money from dues goes into a Roads Fund annually to cover future major expenses for the road maintenance as specified in the vote
when the roads were redone several years ago.

. We have two homes in the subdivision that are in the foreclosure process and whose unpaid dues, resultant legal fees, and interest, wil
be collected when the homes sell or are refinanced. This is the first time in many years that we have not had all dues fully paid, but
based on news reports, our Association is fortunate to have only this fimited number of homes in finandial distress.

& Southwest Gas has begun their pipeline maintenance in CAT #9. We will be watching to see that repairs to our roads are done correctly
and in keeping with what we now enjoy. We will also be notifying residents via e-mail if we have any traffic news to pass along.

This November marks the end of my 2-year term on the Board (this time!) and due to other commitments, | will not seek re-election.

There were 6 compliance issues addressed so far in 2009.  All of these compliance issues were resolved and closed.

Homeowners considering any re-roofing projects are reminded that White paint is not an option.   Desert Tan is the preferred coating to apply.  In addition, compliance issues homeowners might have should be discussed prior to a violation. 
Architectural Report by Kate Jabczenski

This year, the architectural committee approved several projects. We have a garage currently being extended, 2 driveways paved, one driveway extended, paint colors approved, perimeter walls added and repaired, and even outdoor retractable blinds approved and installed.  Getting approval from the architectural committee not only protects you, as a homeowner, but keeps our neighbors adhered to a set of standards and keeps our values as high as they can be. 

We live in a relatively safe neighborhood, but we always need to keep watch of happenings in the neighborhood.  We've had several mailboxes smashed this year, and still get the occasional solicitors selling meat, magazines or even their religion.  We don't know who these people are and unless they are asked into our neighborhood for whatever reason, they do not belong here.

We have started a type of Welcome Wagon here in Cat 9.  After a new neighbor has moved in, we come to their house with a basket full of goodies.  A bit old fashioned - maybe. But it makes our new neighbors feel like they are part of the neighborhood, and lets them know that the board is there for any questions they have.
